Potter’s School H.S. Chemistry-Mrs. Selby 
Chemistry is a challenging and exciting subject! 

Our class will meet for ninety minutes each week where the students and I will interact through the use of lecture, illustrations, cooperative problem solving, and relevant video presentations to learn about the magnificent way in which God has arranged our world.
Sixteen major topics will be covered during  the year. Our text will be Exploring Creation with Chemistry, 2nd Edition, by Dr. Jay L. Wile.  We will spend approximately 2 weeks on each of these topics.  A very short quiz will be given at the beginning of each class period to encourage the students to read the material before class.  This helps the students develop good study habits and ensures that each student is prepared and able to fully participate in class.  
Algebra concepts are integral in the curriculum of chemistry.  Students who received less than a grade of B in Algebra I will most likely struggle with the mathematics of this course.
Homework for each of the 16 Modules consists of written lab reports, problems from the text, and the online module test taken through The Potter’s School StudyPlace server. 
Laboratory work is an extremely important part of chemistry.  Students will turn in 6 formal lab reports which will be graded by me and returned with complete feedback and suggestions for improvement.  Laboratory supplies for this course are obtained from common household and pantry items and/or through a commercial source specified in the Laboratory Equipment section at the front of the text. Although the commercially available experiment kit is not essential, it is helpful. Those of you living and working overseas may have special needs regarding completion of laboratory work. Please feel free to contact me on an individual basis so that I can help with any concerns you may have.
Grading of the class is broken down as follows: Tests will make up 55% of the total grade. Lab reports will make up 30% of the total grade.  Weekly quizzes will make up the remaining 15% of the total grade.  In addition to the 16 Module Tests there will be a cumulative Semester Exam in the fall and spring.   
A Perpetual Grade Report for each semester, for each student, is available for your viewing, at any time during the school year, on a password-protected website linked to my Potter’s School Chemistry Class webpage.
